He joined the Delco Remy Division of General Motors Corporation in 1957 and served as Chief Engineer-Batteries, Director of International Manufacturing, and Director of Technology Development. He led the development of many electric and hybrid-electric powertrain systems including the motor and battery system for the GM EV1 electric vehicle. Leaving GM in 1997, he became a technology executive with Remy International, supplier of high power components for North American and European hybrid systems, until his retirement in 2005.   He now operates International Energy, LLC, an energy consulting company based in Indianapolis.   He has been a member of the Society of Automotive Engineers for more than 40 years, is past chairman of the SAE Battery Subcommittee and past chairman of the Battery Council International Technical Committee.
Dr. Wylam has been a member of the Board of Directors of the Flagship Enterprise Center, a Technology Park certified by the State of Indiana, since its creation in 2003; a member of the Dean’s Industry Advisory Council for the Purdue School of Engineering and Technology at IUPUI since 1997; a member of the Advisory Board of the Richard G. Lugar Center for Renewable Energy since its formation; and a member of the Technical Advisory Council for Atraverda Ltd in the United Kingdom.
